From Stowe Village, take Roure 108 (the Mountain
Road) 3.5 miles to Edson Hill Road. Turn right on
Edson Hill Road, pass the entrance to Stowehof Inn
and take the next drive on your right. Park on your left
in the Wiessner Woods parking lot, and follow signs
to the Trail Head.

Note: The Catamount Trail is a 300 mile cross-country
skiing trail that runs from the Massachusetts border to
Canada through the Wiessner Woods.
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
